Additionally, an awareness walk will take place at the Navajo Nation Council Chamber in
Window Rock and will end at the Tséhootsooi Middle School in Fort Defiance beginning at 3:30
p.m. MDT on May 5. A candlelight vigil will follow at the middle school parking lot.

The awareness walk will be a socially distanced event and will follow Centers for Disease
Control and Prevention (CDC) guidance for coronavirus (Covid-19) prevention and safety.
